Building Use income is down 39.0%. Total income is barely up at 1.8%. Building Use income is primarily from the Ark fBuilding Use

With expenses up just 3.8%, it is evident that your church is frugal. The only expense areas that are up are Conference Expense
and Trustees. Both are areas that are primarily fixed costs. Conference Expense includes apportionments and our budgeted giving
to FaithBridge.

Last year the deficit was made up in December. This year will no doubt be the same. With giving up 4.5%, the additional deficit
(27,135.76) is a challenge, but not unusal. Thanks to all that provide the gifts that keep the church vital so that the missions and
ministries of First United Methodist Church providing services to so many in need.
