FINANCIAL NEWS 

Although we did not reach the estimate of income for 2009, church income did exceed expenses by $1,170.45.  Not bad for 

a year that many would call difficult.  Adjustments were made to the budget in 2008 when the 2009 budget was adopted.  
By continually adjusting expenses during the year to stay in line with declining income, we end the year adding $1,170.45 to 

the cash reserve. 
 

The cash reserve now stands at $130,130.  This is the fund that keeps the church solvent when we reach the difficult 

months of September and October.  Both the Apportionment and Property Escrow Accounts are fully funded also.  We began 
paying the 2010 Apportionments in January and they will be fully paid in October this year.

cial support we would not be able to meet the mission of the church.
